They 
had a file folder full of violation letters mailed over many years that were ignored or “smoothed over” by past campground 
management; an activity that was unknown to the Directors of recent years.    Thanks to the very hard work & dedication by a 
group of members, we were able to clean up the campground & correct all violations in time to prove to Ashtabula County 
that we are capable of running a safe, healthy campground.  Our work does not stop here, however.  We need to keep the 
momentum going.  I hope that all members will be inspired by the “new” look to the campground to want to join in the efforts 
to keep our park beautiful.  If you’re not physically able to volunteer some hours of service, you can donate goods or money 
to help with a project.  The future of the campground depends on ALL of us.
